On 17th of June 1999, the contract was concluded between Misr Cement Company
(Qena) and F.L. Smidth, which is considered as one of the biggest companies in the field
of industrialization and cement line’s supply. According to the contract F.L. Smidth
executed the cement production line with a capacity of 1.4 million tons of ordinary
Portland cement per year, with a total cost of Euro 105 million, in addition to the services
and facility buildings, which exceed L.E 160 million.

On 9th of September 1999, the loan was concluded between Misr Cement Company
(Qena) and the National Bank of Egypt, the loan with the amount of L.E 362 million. The
bank committed to provide the foreign component of the production line, and the loan
installment will be settled in the Egyptian pounds.

Technical Management:

The company has entered into a technical cooperation agreement with Arab Swiss
Engineering Co. (ASEC) for Technical and Operational Management to produce 1, 35
Million MT of clinker during 2005. According to the agreement, ASEC had fulfilled its

contractual obligations, however; the precaution maintenances and circular works have
been conducted under our company’s supervision.
