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Abstract

ABSTRACT

The aim of this study was to assess the effectiveness of
preparation for children undergoing bone marrow aspiration
and their mothers. The study was carried out at in-patient in
three pediatric oncology departments affiliated to El-Mansoura
University Hospital, Banha and Naser Institute. The study
sample was composed of Ninety (90) male and female children
accompanyied by their own mother for bone marrow aspiration.
The sample had been divided into two identical groups, the
study group received preparation applied by the researcher and
the control group received the routine hospital policy for
preparation. Different tools were used for data collection,
Hospital Anxiety and Depression Rating Scale, child
assessment observation sheet and guideline preparation
instruction. The study results revealed that there were
statistically significant differences between the study and
control groups which proved the significant difference between
routine hospital policy preparation and the preparation was
done by the researcher in relation to anxiety and fiepression as
well as to physical and psychological reactions of children. So,
preparation for children undergoing bone marrow aspiration is

highly recommended.
