Enistemology is one of the most important theories in the seholastic philosophy
in general, which wag studied and given much attention by Muslims. They saw in it 4
contrast between the world of sense and that of ideals; between Aristotlelianism and
Platonism they tried, as usual, to reconcile the two. Europeans also studied that theory,
sometimes under the name of problem of universal ang sometimes the Theory of
Intellect, They benefiteg very much from the Islamic study and copied from it, There
Wwould be no point in following up the history of that theory in Islamic philosophy, but it
is of interest to review it as conceived by Avicenna, and to determine the attitude of
Averroes towards that conception and the influence jt exerted on Latin thought.

From such images we derive the universal which is potentialy existent in individuals
and cannot be actually realized in minds except by outside 2id and high power, This
Power is nothing but mind, which provides us with i innate light or g form of
illumination with which we can recejve directly from the agent intellect,
